It is advisable to change it as soon as possible, since the offices may be much crowded when  

the closing date comes nearer.

 The road traffic law changed, stricter for cyclists: enforced on 1 June 2015 

A fine may be imposed on the CYCLISTS who violate the revised law, such as going on the right 
side of a road, using a cell phone or earphones on the bike, or riding without the light in the night, 
etc. 
If you violate the law twice or more within three years, you have to take a training course. 
There are fourteen items of violations in the new low, including ignoring the traffic lights, 

disregarding a stopping sign, or passing a railway crossing gate, or, drink driving.                         
Those who do not take the training course will be fined up to 50,000 yen.
